@Plastic Stoppers

The top end of the arm can be passed through the slot
in the Plastic Stoppers (lllustration 4). Fixing Position for
the stoppers must be adjusted when aluminum frame
touches the door in completely open position (illustration
5). When the position is set, fasten the screw (M4 x10)
and fix completely so that the Plastic Stoppers can not
be removed.
