Abnormal noise dur ing 
operation

Check inside of upper track for existence of foreign 
matter such as aluminum dust.

Remove dust or foreign matter.

Check track rollers for existence of dust or aluminum powder. Remove the track and pull out the roller. Then, clean the roller.
Check for loosened screws retaining the upper track Tighten the screw.

Heavy door operation Check if door contacts to other parts.
Door starts to move. Check track retaining screws for looseness. Tighten the screw.
Door does not move. Check the upper track if it is set horizontally. Using a level gauge, reset upper track horizontally.

Verify that all screws are securely tightened, and verify that all screws have been used.

PERIODICAL INSPECTION ・Clean inside of track.

・Check upper space and lower space of the door. If necessary, correct the space.
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
