[1] If the shaft has been cut, remove burrs from the
end of the shaft so that other parts can be easily
installed.

[2] Temporarily assemble the gears, shaft, and bushes
as shown in the right figure; make sure that the top
and bottom are correct.

% If the gears are facing in the wrong direction, they
will not mesh with the rack.

% If the bush does not slide on smoothly, use more
force to slide it on.

[3] Push the cap firmly onto the shaft.
