Check if mohair seal is installed. Reduce the friction between the mohair and door.

The door doesn t close softly.

Check if trigger is installed.

Check if door is closed by excessive force. Do not close door by excessive force as it may damage the soft closer.

The position of the trigger catcher in page 3 section 
3 may become dislocated (It is hidden as installed in 
upper track.)
